ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 26, 2010
The Lake Kampeska Water Project District held the Annual Meeting at Lunker’s at 7pm.

Board members present were Chuck Sherman, Sarah Caron, Brad Johnson, John Wiles.  Mark Roby joined later.
President Sherman introduced the Board members.  

Motion to approve the minutes of the April 27, 2009 meeting was made by Brad Johnson. Seconded by Sarah Caron. Motion passed.  

The financial report for 2009 was reviewed.  Total cash at the end of 2009 is $491,446.20.

No petitions for the three open seats on the Board were filed with the Board secretary.  Sherman announced that the open seats would be filled by appointment at the next Board meeting and that he will be vacating his position as soon as his home on the lake sells opening another seat.
Sherman introduced Roger Foote, Acting Director for the Upper Big Sioux River Watershed Project.  He gave a slide show on the UBSWP functions.  Chuck Sherman noted LKWPD made a donation of $25,000.00 to the UBSRWP to sponsor the watershed exhibit project** at the Terry Redlin Environmental Center. (**presented by Mr. Foote on 2-26-2010) 
Brad Johnson shared a ‘Treasures from the Archives’ presentation.  Reviewed studies and surveys over the years dating back to the 1900 performed by Games, Fish and Parks, SD Geological Survey, USGS, and Army Corps of Engineers covering such subjects as flooding, dredging, silt, Seismic measurements, Mahoney Creek Dam, EPA 319 program, drought to flood event, pollution of the SD lakes, high water marks, Big Sioux Basin, Presentation Reservation, renaming of Stokes-Thomas Park, and the Isaac Walton League fish study.  Materials will be available at the future UBSRWP office’s library.
Discussion on where funds are spent and whether there is a possibility of restoring the outlet.  Chuck informed members of the reasons preventing restoration of the outlet (sediment and elevation). He also updated members about the mediation group that is meeting and its purpose.  Next mediation meeting will be held May 5- 6 PM at the community room of the Watertown Regional Library. 

There being no further business before the Annual Meeting, the meeting was adjourned.
