· Discussion on upcoming Hidden Valley Channel Restoration and possible involvement of LKWPD in the restoration project.  Motion by Mark Roby to ‘offer’ $5000.00 contribution to the project assuming homeowners can come up with a comprehensive plan (income/expenses and outcome) for shoreline stabilization and dredging.  Seconded by Brad Johnson.  Amendment:  Use the $5000.00 for the balloon to be used to protect the lake during restoration.  Mark Roby made a motion to postpone his motion until board members from the Hidden Valley project can do a formal presentation to the LKWPD board. Brad Johnson seconded.  Motion to postpone the motion, passed.  Brad will make contact with their board to set up presentation (possibly at Annual meeting).

· Letter read regarding phosphorus removal from Lake Kampeska using the former water treatment plant being proposed by Roger Foote.  This would be a 3 year test in the amount of $27,380.00.  Discussion.  Brad Johnson made motion that the LKWPD board will support the Phosphorus Removal Project as the local match when a formal grant request is submitted by city of Watertown through 1st District Assoc of Local Governments (grant writer).  Seconded by Mark Roby. Passed.

· Chuck Sherman and Brad Johnson will be doing aerial photography documentation of the 2011 flooding today at 3PM.
