· A presentation given by acting City Engineer, Sarah Caron, on the Corps of Engineers report of the Value Engineering Study (VES) of flood control options for Watertown.  This is one step in the process of completing a General Reevaluation Report (GRR) necessary in order for Congress to authorize any flood control options. · Discussion:  Mayor Williams indicated the State of SD will hire a mitigation mediator firm, if not, LKWPD may be asked to provide the funding for this service, as per the recommendation of the Corps in their VES report.  Williams will meet with Governor Rounds on Sept. 24th, and will contact our Washington D.C. delegation regarding the VES report and again ask for their continuing support.  It looks like the Corp of Engineers will present the GRR to Congress around October 2010.  If approved for funding action, the project will be returned to the Corps for start-up in the 2011/12 timeframe.  The cost to city of Watertown is estimated at $10-$12 Million.  It is worth noting the payback according to the VES study is significant and could be as early as five years after project completion.
